Eligibility for the award includes:

1. One of the leaders of the evidence-based practice (EBP) project must be a registered nurse. 

2. The evidence-based practice project that is the basis for submission must have been completed within the past two years, or completed within the past five years with re-evaluation of outcomes within the past two years.

i. Present the results of the evaluation of the practice change (include findings, interpretation of findings, recommendations based upon findings). What are the measurable benefits to patients/families/nurses/community?

j. Describe the sustainability of the practice change. What is the length of time it has been in place? What demonstrates that the change is likely to become, or has become institutionalized.
