Adds to the body of knowledge; potential to enhance clinical practice, health care administration, nursing education, and/or health care policy

· Dissemination of research to the scientific and clinical communities

Through publications, presentations

Novice Nurse Researcher
· Licensed registered professional nurse who is doctorally prepared and has obtained at least one degree, either baccalaureate or higher in nursing and  - 
· has no more than three nursing-research publications as primary author in refereed journals/publications;  

· has been the Principal Investigator on at least one study; 

· disseminates the findings of her/his research to the scientific and clinical communities;

· as principal investigator, has received no more than $15,000 in postdoctoral extramural funding in one particular research area.
